
The Vineyard: Ideal Goldridge soil, healthy, mature vines, warm days balanced 
with cool nights and a grower who has been working the land since 1982 all 
contribute to Robert Parker’s assessment of the vineyard as “...one of the great 
grand cru Chardonnay sites in California.” 
                  
The Wine: deep gold in color, honeysuckle on the nose and bursting with 
tropical fruit. There are beautiful expressions of yellow apple, meyer lemon, 
and chamomile throughout the palate. The texture is rewarding with a rich 
mouthfeel and elegant acidity on the finish.
