
The Vineyard: Max’s parents, purchased the b.a. thieriot property in 1988. the 
vineyard was planted soon after by the late Warren Dutton of Dutton Ranch. 
Year after year this vineyard consistently produces high scoring wines and is 
known to be one of the premiere vineyards in the Sonoma Coast.
                  
The Wine: golden-hued in the glass with a wonderful intensity and depth on 
the nose. Rich quince and citrus notes jump on the palate with spiced pear and 
nutmeg continuing into the finish. Strength and focus are present throughout, 
which is balanced and  finished with racing acidity classic to this special site.
