
The Vineyard: Max’s parents purchased the b.a. thieriot property in 1988. The 
vineyard was planted soon after by the late Warren Dutton of Dutton Ranch. 
Year after year this vineyard consistently produces high scoring wines and is 
known to be one of the premiere vineyards in the Sonoma Coast.
                  
The Wine: On the palate, the wine floats between hints of citrus, minerality 
and the site’s signature quince flavors with a great richness. It’s round and 
beautiful without being heavy handed in any direction. And the texture is off 
the charts, bounded only by elegant acidity on the finish.
